MENLO PARK, Calif., October 22, 2007…NORCAL Golden Retriever Rescue, a 
nonprofit, volunteer organization dedicated to finding new homes for displaced Goldens 
in Northern California, is hosting its popular Auction and Wine Tasting fundraiser this 
year from 3 p.m. to 6 p.m., Saturday, Nov. 3 at the Veterans Memorial in Lafayette.

The Auction and Wine Tasting fundraiser is NORCAL Golden Retriever Rescue’s 
(NGRR) largest event of the year. This year’s event will include an auction of valuable 
donated arts, crafts, travel and other items; plus tasting of very good wines from the best 
wineries in California. All net proceeds from the auction and raffle go toward NGRR’s 
medical care expenses. In 2006, NGRR provided care and rehabilitation for more than 
240 Goldens at a cost of more than $120,000.
